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The Town Council established the Youth Commission to be appointed annually to
serve as an advisory group on youth related issues and to serve the community.

The Council has appointed the Parks, Recreation and Cultural Commission to
oversee the activities of the Youth Commission. The following report is an
overview of our activities for the term.



Youth Commissioners assisted the Recreation staff in the presentation of
special events this year. We provided volunteer service at Town events
including the Healthy Hearts Run and the Grubstakes Run. We assisted
with set up and clean up and also hosted the raffle and awards ceremonies
— a great opportunity for public speaking practice!



We also assisted the Recreation staff with the production of special holiday
events. This included float construction and participation in the Festival of
Lights Parade; hosting of a Cocoa & Cookies station at the Holiday Craft
Fair; and presentation of the annual Easter Egg Hunt.
